t 0 fficers of BasIc, Secondary and HIgher :Secondary EducatlOn Departments on the other hand, 

both at State and District level and ensure a coordinated time bound action plan for successful 
implementation' of this scheme in the state of UP. Although the Basic, Secondary and Higher 
Secondary Education Departments can independently prepare the proposals with respect to 
schools coming under their jurisdiction / 'control, and DST will entertain such proposals from 
the Nodal Officers of thes~ Departments, a coordi"ilated strategy would be essential when it 
will come to orgafi1isation Qf district level exhibitions, which obviously have to be done in a 
joint manner by aU the D~artments for all the children selected from a particular district. 
Hence, it would be essenti!lto have !:me State Level Nodal Officer (and similar arrangements 
of having one district level' nodal officers), who can coordinate various activities within the 
state for the three departments and act as a litlk between the State Government..and DST. 
Considering suth a vast scope of benefitting the students of UP wlder the INSPIRE scheme, a 
very active involvement of the entire state machinery with a time bound action plan for 
receiving proposals from the schools, its compilation at district level and transmission to state 
authorities for onward submission to DST for final approval is required. 

5. The State Government may also consider whether it would like to utilise the services of 
lIlT Allahabad, whi1ch is an autonomous institute under the Ministry of HRD, Government of 
India, and which has expressed its willingness and interest to act as a nodal agency for the 
State of UP for the successful implementation of this programme. Of course, the State is free 
to select any of its state agency like SCERT or State Science Institute or any other 
organization of the State Govenunent or manage the progranunes through the Departments of 
Basic, Secondary and Higher Secondary Education jy designa~ing one of the Directors of 
these Departments as State Nodal Officer for this purpose. 

6. Under the scheme, an amount of Rs.5000/- is given as the award money to the selected 
child in the form of an INSPIRE Award warranl issued in the name of the selected child and 
delivered through the State / School authorities. In addition, funds are released to th'e State 
Government for district level exhibitions @ Rs.5 lakh to 10 lakh per district and Rs.20 lakh 
for state level exhibition (normally it is expected thal in a particular district level exhibition 
about 250-500 child.ren may participate and the amount for such exhibition is calculated @ 
Rs.2000/- per awardee). NOIDlally, no additional amount is released to the State Government 
or any other agency of the State Government who acts as a nodal department / agency towards 
administrative cost etc. However, in the case of UP, if lIlT Allahabad is involved as a nodal 
agency for overall coordination and implementation of scheme with the help of the state and 
district education machinery of Basic, Secondary and Higher Secondary Education 
Departments, they would possibly ask for reimbursement of their administrative costs. This 
can be considered by DST as a special case for the state of UP based on a definite response of 
the State Government and proposal from lIlT Allahabad containing relevant details of 
estimated expenditure. Hence, it is essential that State Government takes a fIrm decision and 
finalise its approach and plan of action for implementation of the scheme and send requisite 
proposals to DST in a time bound mannert latest by 30th November 2010. 

7. Considering that more than one Departmentj of Education are concerned with the 
implementation of the scheme (Basic Education, Secondary Education and Higher Secondary 
Education), it would be useful if the Chief Secretary calls an urgent meeting of the Principal 
Secretaries / Sccretaries and Directors of the Basic, Secondary and Higher Secondary 
Education Departments of the States along with Director SCERT, State Science Institute and 



her concerned officers of the State Government ald if considered necessary, Director TIlT 
'l~~abad, and fonnulate a definite plan of action for implementation of sc~eme in the state of 

JP ~ en~!l~t specific time bound targets and responsibilities to the concerned officers. If 
requirC!\ o1ticers of Department of Science & Technology would also participate in the 
meeting so that a joint strategy can be worked out.
